SHOULD CHRISTIANS GO TO WAR?

Have you ever wondered how people
of peace, like Christians, can
contemplate the use of force?

Certainly the violence of these opening
years of the 21st century is staggering.
Terrorist activity and military conflict
world-wide — the resulting loss of life
can never, ever, be things of which the
human race can be proud. No wonder
such mayhem causes us distress —
and this distress should ideally drive us
to prayer.

As for what Christians should do, here
are some questions to consider:-

1. Do we believe in the validity of
punishment?

The answer, surely, must be Yes — if
there is such a thing as objective truth
and a given morality by which human
life is ordered. If this were not so, we
would have to remove from our
vocabulary such words as ‘reward’,
‘merit’, justice’ and even ‘forgiveness’.

Punishment is not a popular word in
circles that dislike the language of
retribution, and who speak rather of
‘corrective punishment’. However, St
Paul said secular authority is “God’s
servant, an agent of wrath to bring
punishment on the wrongdoer.”
(Romans 13:4, NIV). So the treatment
of wrongdoing must have a retributive
elementin it, if it is ever to be
corrective.

2. Is there a difference between force
and violence?

The use of force is the disciplinary
exercise of lawful authority — as seen,
for example, in a well-run police force.
This is a valid part of God’s order. St
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Paul said: “Everyone must submit
himself to the governing
authorities...he who rebels is rebelling
against what God has instituted...”
(Romans 13:1,2)

Of course ‘force’ can become ‘violence’
under a repressive authority.
Revelation 13:5-8 depicts such
authorities as a blasphemous “beast”.
Then the call can indeed be for civil
disobedience. The earliest Trades
Unions themselves were begun
through Christian influence!

3. Do we assent to the depravity of the
human heart?

People are selfish. We can't be trusted
to behave well towards others. So our
societies need to agree rules for our
order and survival. Without such
restraints, and the power to apply
them, chaos and anarchy are the
result.

A Christian is called to shun all
violence, but to also be committed to
the disciplined use of force. Sadly, a lot
of muddled thinking takes place
(especially during times of international
conflict) when the debate fails to take
account of the difference between
violence and force.

Force is concerned with the upholding
of law. Violence is concerned with the
overthrow of law.

Armistice Day
At 11.00 a.m. on the eleventh day of
the eleventh month in 1918, after four
and a quarter years of war, the guns at
last fell silent on the battlefields of
Europe as Germany admitted defeat
and signed an armistice.
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On the 28th of this month, the story
begins again, the story told by the
Church’s year, a story which takes us
from birth to everlasting life. Life has
many beginnings and endings, ups
and downs, highs and lows and
ordinary times; the Church year’s
reflects all this.

Advent is the beginning, with hope,
faith, pregnancy; a waiting time with

biography of Jesus, but also a
biography of us. The colours
associated with the seasons remind us
of this, with gold or white at new
beginnings like Christmas and Easter,
red at Pentecost reflecting excitement,
strength and power, and green of the
Sundays after Trinity as the colour of
growth, our growth in faith, study,
prayer, love and service to others.

worries and fears of what might be.
The birth at Christmas brings the highs

of joy, peace, celebration, love, relief
and delight and good news of the start
of Jesus’ human life. And Epiphany is
about giving and promising, with gifts
and greetings; happiness contrasted
with fear and escape. Candlemass
foretells the first ending.

Lent is about repentance, reflection,
temptations in life and Christian
response — a fresh start. It leads to
Passiontide with its drama of
abandonment, aloneness, guilt,
forgiveness and deep emotion.

And so to an ending, yet this leads to
another new beginning. The purple of
Passiontide gives way to the gold of

Easter: the new birth, as Jesus’ divine
nature becomes apparent through his
risen life. Yet first there has to be the

farewells and promises of Ascension.

Then comes Pentecost, the start of the

real story of eternal life for all. We
ourselves are written into the story
through the long Trinity season with its
reminders of grace, love, endurance:
humanity changing, learning, growing
in faith.

Behind the Scenes

There is always a lot of paperwork to
be done in connection with running a
church. Even a church is not free from
having to complete many forms of
various types in common with most
organisations these days. Form filling
Is characteristic of the era and as a
result the vicar and church officers
have to spend a fair amount of time
engrossed in paperwork. At this time of
year the Henley Deanery Synod
requires forms to be completed for
church attendance. The Deanery uses
these and other statistics gathered by
the diocese as the basis of calculatlng
the Parish Share. Other forms
include those for annual
Gtatistics for Mission@vhich
record the numbers of
baptisms, marriages, funerals,
and communicants. Also, at the
end of the year financial returns
have to be completed. There are
probably many other forms to deal
with that | have not yet found out
about.

The interregnum at St Mary® with
Remenham will soon be at an end. The
new Rector is to be the Revd. Canon
Martyn Griffiths who is at present
Rector of the united benefice of St
John and St George in Preston, in the
Diocese of Blackburn, Lancashire. He
will take up his new post in January.

This month we are to have a new path
constructed in the upper churchyard.
An anonymous donor has generously
provided the funds for the work. The
path will take the line of the original one
that was laid a long time ago. This old
tarmacadam path has almost
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disintegrated and has become mainly
covered up with grass and soil. The
remains of the old path will have to be
removed and a new foundation layer
put in place to provide a sound base
for the new surfacing. After the new
black tarmacadam surfacing has
hardened, it will be covered with a
coating of natural pea shingle so that
the path will blend in more aesthetically
with our environmentally friendly
churchyard. The initial work should
take about a week to complete. Before
the project could proceed, a diocesan
Faculty had to be obtained. This is the
ecclesiastical equivalent of getting
planning permission to carry out the
work and involved a lot of
paperwork. It took many months
of form filling and waiting to
obtain the Faculty. The actual
(" construction of the path should
/ be comparatively swift and
stralghtforward

The autumn Home Groups are now up
and running and they would welcome
new members. Home Groups give
parishioners the chance to meet up
with each other during the week,
regardless of whether, or not, they
manage to get to church, on Sundays.
It is well worth joining one of them.

Last month the Finance Committee
met to discuss the church® budget for
2005. The budget should be similar to
that of this year®. The only unknown
quantity is the overall cost of church
repairs. Next year the PCC® Honorary
Treasurer® post will become vacant.
We hope that someone from our
fellowship would like to take on this roll.

75 YEARS AGO - 1929

The Church Council

A meeting of the Parochial Church
Council was held in the Vestry on
Wednesday evening, October 16th.
Ways and means were discussed
about how best to raise our Parochial
Quota of £41/7/0 for the Oxford
Diocesan and Church Assembly Fund.
It was suggested that the collections in
church on Advent Sunday at the
services at 11 a.m. and 6.30 p.m.
should be devoted towards the object,
and this was decided upon. The
members of the Council also resolved
that as in former years, there should
be a house to house collection. Most
of them very kindly undertook this
voluntary duty. We trust that they will
have good success from many
subscribers.

Armistice Day

On Monday November 11th, there will
fall the Eleventh Anniversary of the
Armistice. On the eve of that day,
"Remembrance Sunday", we shall
remember those who laid down their
lives in the Great War, at the
celebration of Holy Communion at 8
p.m. On the following day "The Two
Minutes Silence" will be kept in the
Church at 11 a.m., and immediately
afterwards there will be, as formally, a
Service of Thanksgiving, and of
memorial of those who were killed in
action, or died of wounds and
sickness.

50 YEARS AGO - 1954

Regular Worshippers

Quite a lot of people who are regular
church-goers, are so because they
have been brought up to be so; they
thus go from habit, and this is not a
bad thing; the forming of habits should
be one of our aims. It is likely that
those who become regular
worshippers later in life, do so
because something has touched their
hearts, rather than from intellectual
conviction and a sense of duty. That
comes later, the first instance is to do
with the heart; conversely, those who
do not come, do not come because
they are dishonest or intellectually
unconvinced, but because they have
not acquired the Christian sentiment.
And one of the reasons for not having
done so is the regular worshippers.
Once one gets to know the regulars,
one finds in the vast majority of them,
a staunchness which is inspiring, a
courage which is noble, and a kindly
tolerance with other people®
difficulties.

It is only too easy for outsiders to
measure Church People by the vast
minority, but it behoves all of us to



examine the points of these people.
Much of their trouble comes from their
difficulty in distinguishing between
Conviction and Prejudice. When we
speak about our principles we must
remember that a principle is a
fundamental truth on which others are
founded, a law from which others are
derived. It is because of this confusion
between Conviction and Principle that
many people have been "put off"
religion. Those of us who speak about
our principles should be quite clear in
our own minds what the principle is,
and careful to see that it is not
Prejudice or Preference.

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St Petrified’s —
How St Stringfellowstaught St Petrifiedsathing or two

Greetings once more from St
Petrifieds. The other week | spent a
few days as a guest of my old school
chum, Marmaduke ffylthy-Rych.

At school he had been plain old
Marmaduke Smith, but after getting a
junior post in the city and living on the
verge of penury for many years had
married Honoria, the elderly, ugly
daughter of the merchant banker Sir
Peregrine ffylthy-Rych. Upon his
marriage Marmaduke changed his
name to hers and for some strange
reason his career took off after that.

Within ten years he had be come
Chief Executive of Sir Peregrine’s
bank, Fleecehams of London and was
living in the lap of luxury.
